Call to order 7:02 – Dave Kristick

1. Review of Minutes – approved with the following changes – 
1.1 The word “minutes” appears twice on the front page Table of Contents, the second occurrence will be removed.
1.2 The quesiton about “the $16,000” in the finance review was referring to the in-kind contribution from MetLabs, which has since been 
1.3 Strike unclear FCC reference from April meeting.


2. There was an overview of OmniAir progress since April 2013 
2.1. Suzanne described the OmniAir NPRM response 
2.2. Action:  Suzanne will send out the NPRM response from OmniAir to the BOD
2.3. Dick Schnacke mentioned that SAE had a good response to the NPRM and recommened everyone read it.
2.4. Suzanne described the two new Websites – by the time these minutes are published, both new sites will be on the original URLs.  
2.5. Action: Suzanne will set aside a time with an OmniAir call to walk through the websites with the membership.
2.6. Suzanne described the existing DOT contract status – Gena Davis is back in the office this week, Suzanne will meet with Gena about the balance on US DOT contract.  There was a discussion about the end of the US DOT FY approaching, and perhaps this being a encouragement for paying off the rest of the contract to OmniAir. 
2.7. Action: Suzanne will talk to Walt and Gena about getting our contract paid by the end of the year.
2.8. Action: Randy will send an analysis of work that was not authorized and is still yet to be done on the US DOT contract.
2.9. RFI response – OmniAir has a team meeting on July 31 at ITS America to meet to draft an RFI response.
2.10. There was a discussion about recent efforts by the EPSNIS team to republish the EPSNIS document. Ed Mulka requested of the BOD to have legal review of licensing work that the committee has done.  
Motion: PJ Wilkins made the motion to spend up to $2500 in legal support for the review of the licensing of EPSNIS republishing.   Steve Novosad seconded, the Motion Passed.

The Board of Directors reiterated that it wants EPSNIS to be open and free. 

2.11. Suzanne described a the 6C market study that OmniAir has undertaken it.  Chris Garlick is managing the study.  It currently includes only 6C deployments in North America and Mexico, but we’re open to increasing scope as clients request or as data becomes available.
